
Preparation 

The on-line process to register your bank account information will be in Japanese with no 
English translation. Please have your bank passbook to hand so you can verify your bank 
information in Japanese. 

1. Personal information 
This page describes how Wellnet Corporation will handle your personal information. Press 
the 「同意する」 (Agree) button to proceed.  

Net De Uketori (Get Cash Back) Explanation 
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2. Announcement 
This page has important information about the process of entering your bank account 
information. Press the 「次へ」(Next) button to proceed. 

3. Select bank  
Use this page to select your bank. At the top of the screen are 9 buttons showing the 
names of 9 major banks; if your bank is shown please click its button. Or you can search for 
a bank by entering the first two hiragana letters in the white box and pressing the 「検索」
(Search) button. 

Example: Mitsui Sumitomo Banking Corp. → みついすみともぎんこう → press the 「み」 and 「つ」 
buttons. 
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The bank names found by the search are displayed. If your bank’s name is displayed, 
press its button.  

4. Select branch 
Use this page to select the branch of the bank.  You can search for a branch name by 
entering the first hiragana letter of the branch name. 

Example: Akasaka Branch → あかさか → press the 「あ」 button. 
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The branch names found by the search are displayed. If your branch’s name is 
displayed, press its button.  

 

5. Enter account number 
On this page, use the number buttons to enter your account number and also specify the 
type of bank account.  If your account number is less than 7 digits, add zeros in front of 
the account number.  
Example: For account number 1111 → enter 0001111. 
By default “普通預金 (savings account)”  is displayed as the type of bank account, 
however if you are using a checking or deposit account, select “当座預金 (checking 
account)” or “貯蓄預金 (deposit account).” 
Then press the 「次へ」(Next) button to proceed to the next screen. 
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If you are using Japan Post Bank (Yucho Bank), press 「ゆうちょ銀行」 in step 4 and then enter 
your account number below and press the 「次へ」(Next) button. 

A tip if you are using Japan Post Bank 
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6. Enter beneficiary’s name 

Enter the beneficiary’s name and then press the 「次へ」(Next) button. You will be asked 
to enter the name in Japanese characters. Please confirm the beneficiary’s name is the 
same as it appears in your bank passbook, before pressing the 「次へ」(Next) button.  If 
the name is entered incorrectly, the cash back payment will fail. 
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7. Verify 

Verify the information you have entered. Your bank account holder’s name will appear in 
the 「口座名義人名」 field. If the information is correct, press the  「振込依頼」 (Request 
Payment) button. 

Your request has been made. Press the 「閉じる」 (Close) button to close the browser. 

8. Completion 
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- The screenshots shown in this guide were taken from a PC used to access the 
website. You may use a smartphone to access the website.
